To all employees:
A detailed plan of action will be presented at All College Day, Feb. 20, to help the college
conserve financial resources in these dire economic times. Our continued ability to
provide quality services and programs to our students and the community depends
on all of us doing what we can to ensure wise use of our available resources.

Let’s all start now by conserving energy that will save the college dollars to apply
toward salaries and other essential needs for operation.

Energy costs at PJC are approximately $3.5 million per year. The college is in the

final phase of a project that will reduce these costs by $650,000 per year. These
savings will be the result of improved automated building control systems,
replacing older system components with high efficiency equipment, and other

mechanical and electrical upgrades.
Additional energy can be saved if each of us at PJC follows some simple rules

in our work areas.

Computers and office equipment
Every member of the college community should assume the responsibility of
turning off personal computers, monitors, printers, and other office equipment

when they are not in use.
The PJC Information Technology Services department has confirmed that computers,

monitors, printers, and other connected technology should be turned off each night.
According to the U.S. Department of Energy, $72 can be saved annually on each
computer turned off for nights and weekends. Turning off copying machines at night
and on weekends can also save the college $216 annually for each one.

Lighting

Lights should be turned off when not in use or if you’re going to be away from your office or
desk for more than 15 minutes at a time, i.e., going for lunch, meetings or appointments.

Space heaters
Individual space heaters should not be used in college buildings. If you feel that your space is

not within the temperature range of 70—74 degrees, please call maintenance at ext. 1900/1901.

Doors and windows
Windows in air conditioned buildings should remain closed. Temperature, humidity, and indoor air

quality cannot be maintained with open windows or doors.
Again, let us all be aware of the need to conserve energy and follow the rules as outlined above.
