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Auditing a class?
Fees are the same for an audited class, but a student must declare
the intent to audit by the end of the schedule adjustment period.
The intent to audit is filed in a registration office on any campus
and must be requested by the end of schedule adjustment.

Taking a class for Pass/Fail?
A general education course cannot be taken for pass/fail even if
the course will not be used as a  general education course for a
PJC degree. The intent to take a course for pass/fail is filed in a
registration office on any campus and must be requested by the
end of schedule adjustment.

Release of Student Information
Know Your Rights

The release of student information is governed by federal
law: THE FAMILY EDUCATIONAL RIGHTS AND PRIVACY ACT
(FERPA). The written consent of the  student is required for
release of information unless the information is considered
 Directory Information. See the catalog or access the link below
for the College’s definition of Directory Information. 

If you wish the College to withhold the release of Directory
Information, you must complete a Request for Confidential
 Status of Directory Information in any registration office.

The College will release information to eligible parents of
 dependent students (students being claimed as a dependent for
IRS purposes) when the parent or legal guardian submits a
 notarized affidavit indicating eligibility. No information will be
released to a parent or guardian without the submission of this
affidavit.

The College will release information if requested by subpoena
but will notify the student at the address on file with the
 institution.

Testing

Placement testing is required for all degree-seeking students, and test scores are used to assess
 reading, writing, math and algebra skill levels. If you have not taken the ACT or SAT within the 
past two years, you must take the CPT at a test center on any of the PJC campuses. The CPT is a
computerized test with no time limits; most  students complete the test in 1.5 hours. The Pensacola
Learning Resource Center (LRC) , located in Bldg 20, has test review materials on reserve. For a
testing appointment, contact a test center on the campus of your choice:
